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Editors Note — Having followed his career closely in
recent years, it was suggested to me after his
extraordinary success in winning The Open
Championship in July, that | write an article on Louis
Oosthuizen for the Estater magazine. Having completed
this, it was however proposed that, given the topicality, it
be printed in the Golf Club newsletter.

The content of this article therefore, which has been
abbreviated and updated to some extent, may be familiar
to some of our readers. Given however Louis' wonderful
achievement, and those also of Lee-Anne Pace, another
Mossel Bay golfer, on the Ladies European PGA Tour, it
is felt fitting to publish The Estater's own tribute to these
two fine golfers, whose 2010 achievements have been a
credit to themselves, to South Africa, to Mossel Bay and

Mossel Bay Golf Club, and by association the Estate.

Gegewe Louis se wonderlike prestasie en ook die van
Lee-Anne Pace, nog een van Mosselbaai se gholfers, op
die Europese Dames PGA toer, is dit nodig geag dat die
Estater ook hul eie huldeblyk aan hierdie twee
uitsonderlike gholfers bring. Hul prestasies vir 2010 was
tot krediet vir hulself, Suid Afrika, Mosselbaai, Mosselbaai
Gholfklub, en in breé trekke, die Landgoed.

Local golfer Louis Oosthuizen stunned the golfing world in
July by winning the biggest tournament of them all, The
Open Championship, held this year at the home of golf, the
links course at St. Andrews in Scotland.

Despite entering the Championship as the 54th placed
player in the world golf rankings, Louis started the
tournament as a 300-1 outsider, given his previously
mediocre record in Major tournaments. Louis' fabulous
talent was however on display for the world to see at
St.Andrews, where he recorded rounds of 65-67-69-71 to
win the title against all of the world's best golfers, by an
extraordinary seven shot margin.

Raised in Albertinia, Louis learnt his golf in the Southern
Cape, also having been a highly promising young tennis
player, and has been a member of Mossel Bay Golf Club for
over a decade, gaining legendary status at the club in 2002,
when he played our course in an extraordinary 57 strokes
(all eighteen holes!). Despite now being resident in
Manchester, England for much of the year, his home and
base whilst playing on the European tour, Louis regularly
returns to Mossel Bay. He continues to play our course with
his mates, as often as his professional tour schedule
permits. His commitment to the Mossel Bay Club was
underlined earlier this year, when he established the Louis
Oosthuizen Junior Golf Academy at Mossel Bay Golf Club.

Louis was enrolled into the Ernie Els Junior Golf
Foundation in 1999, established by Ernie to further the
development of talented young South African golfers on the
local and world stage. Ernie was widely reported as being
ecstatic with Louis' success at St. Andrews. Doubtless
Louis will feel the same if in future years our two highly
promising golfing youngsters living on the Estate, Marco
Nel and Clayton Ascencao, initial recruits into Louis' Junior
Academy, make their own mark internationally.

For many commentators and observers, Louis' victory at St.
Andrews was an unexpected success by a relative
'unknown'. A close analysis of his career thus far does
however reveal a different picture.

Louis first joined the full European PGA Tour circuit in 2004,
and enjoyed a solid first season, finishing 74th on the Order
of Merit (determined according to prize money
accumulated over the season, and now known as the Race
to Dubai), with two top ten finishes, and a respectable
stroke average of 71.77.

Over the subsequent five year period he established
himself as one of the most promising young players on the
European Tour, steadily rising in the rankings despite
suffering a difficult season in 2005 when injury and a
resultant loss of form necessitated his returning to the
European Tour school to regain his tour playing privileges.
Arguably his best performance over the 2004 -2009 period,
and the event that signalled the arrival of a future world star,
came atthe Dubai Desert Classic in February 2008, one of
a series of three lucrative European Tour events held early
in the year in South East Asia, and known as 'the Desert
Swing'. Louis was on fire on the final afternoon, playing
himself into contention and going head to head over the
final nine holes with Tiger Woods, Ernie Els and Henrik
Stenson, three world golfing greats. Having led the
tournament after seventeen holes, Louis bogeyed the par
five final hole, eventually finishing tied third with Els, two
shots behind Woods who finished birdie,birdie, and the fast
finishing German Martin Kaymer. Louis' ability however to
get in there and mix it with the world's best was proven that
day.

Louis Oosthuizen,Winner of The Open Championship, with wife Nel-Mare and daughter Jana
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2009 saw his best year yet on the European tour, a 31st
place finish in the Race to Dubai (Order of Merit), with total
prize money of 867,334 Euros, six top ten finishes, and a
highly respectable 70.47 stroke average over twenty eight
tournaments. However, despite a good 2009 campaign,
Louis entered the 2010 season fast earning amongst
commentators, the unwanted title of the best player not to
have won on the European tour. This situation was soon put
to right when Louis, after 150 plus appearances on the tour,
and twenty top ten finishes, finally won his first tournament
the Andalucian Open in Malaga, Spain. Whilst not regarded
as a top tier European Tour tournament, Louis' quiet
determination was demonstrated in Andalucia, his having
come into the tournament on the back of huge
disappointment the previous week, when he finished
second in the European tour eventin Dar Es Salam.

And then there was the Open. Louis' victory propelled him
to fifteenth in the world rankings, ensuring him a place
amongst the world golfing elite, with guaranteed entry into
the four golfing Majors for the next five years, and full
exemption on the European tour until 2017.

After the emotional walk, together with long time caddie
Zack Rosego, up the eighteenth fairway to the acclaim of
thousands of enthralled golfing fans, with no shortage of
South Africans amongst them, Louis duly putted out for par
on the final hole, to be met greenside by wife Nel-Mare and
eight month old daughter Jana. This prompted a leading
British tabloid the next morning, to publish a photograph of
the family embrace, under the classic caption of 'OOS THE
DADDY'. Memorable.

Throughout the tournament, and subsequent proceedings,
Louis' demeanour was exemplary, a credit to himself, his
family, and his country. Few South Africans will forget his
acceptance speech, fronted by a congratulatory message
to Madiba on reaching his 92nd birthday that day. Lump in
the throat stuff, and maybe just that bit more special for all
connected with Mossel Bay Golf Club.

Since his Open success Louis has maintained his position
in the World Top 20, having achieved top four finishes in the
Scandinavian Masters (the week after The Open), and
Austrian Open, together with an excellent 9th place finish in
the Bridgestone International held at the Firestone Course
in Ohio, one of three annual World Championship events
featuring only the world's very best golfers. Unfortunately
however Louis has subsequently been forced to miss
through injury, the Alfred Dunhill Links Championship which
would have seen his return to St.Andrews, and the Grand
Slam of Golf Event in Bermuda, where he would have
competed in a four man field comprising of other 2010
Major winners Martin Kaymer and Graeme McDowell, plus
Ernie Else deputising for USAPGA Winner Phil Mickelson.

South African golf fans will however follow with interest
Louis' performances in three big events still to be played in
2010, the World Championship Sheshan International
event in China, the season ending Dubai World
Championship which will determine the final Race to Dubai
European Order of Merit sequence for 2010, and his first
appearance in the Nedbank Challenge at Sun City in
December.

This tribute to the extraordinary success achieved at
international level by Mossel Bay golfers, must also include
due acknowledgement of the successes this year of Lee-
Anne Pace on the Ladies European PG Tour.

Born in Mossel Bay where her parents still live, and still a
member and occasional player at Mossel Bay Golf Club,
Lee-Anne enjoyed a successful amateur collegiate career
in the United States, prior to turning professional and
joining the second tier USA Ladies PGA Tour in 2006. She
immediately qualified for the full US LPGA tour in 2007, but
unfortunately lost her tour card in the US at the end of the
season, before switching to the European Tour.

Whilst achieving a number of good finishes Lee-Anne's
initial form in Europe gave no indication of great things to
come. However she broke through big time in 2010, with
not one, not two, but three European tour victories between
mid June and end August, at the Ladies Swiss Open, the
Wales Ladies Championship of Europe, and the Finnair
Masters, also throwing in a second place finish for good
measure over this period.

At the end of September Lee-Anne was placed second in
the European Ladies Order of Merit, with total prize money
for the season of 266000 Euros (approx. 2.5 million SA
Rand), and had risen to 66th place in the Ladies World
Rankings, which are largely dominated by players on the
American Tour. Her form in 2010 however, arguably places
heramongst the world's best lady players currently.

The Estater wishes these two wonderful young golfers, who
are still in the prime of their careers, every future success,
and we have little doubt that they will fly the flag for Mossel
Bay, for many years to come.

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OUR PROPERTY RESALES AND VALUES
— WHAT CAN WE EXPECT

The subject of property values is an issue raised regularly with
and within the HOA Board, most recently at the Information
Meeting held in September. As was pointed out at the meeting,
comparisons should not be made with the 'prestige' estates
located in our region, which are entirely different markets that
have been high profile developments, supported by expensive
marketing campaigns both locally and internationally.
Consequently the benchmark property costs, levies, and cost
of golf, have all been significantly higher at these venues.

In comparison the relatively low profile Mossel Bay Golf Estate
has however unquestionably been a success, with one
hundred percent sales off-take of properties and stands being
achieved within a relatively short timeframe. Owners fortunate
enough to have bought town homes, or purchase land and
build at an early stage, have achieved, or are in a position to
achieve, returns on their original investments ranging between
two and three hundred percent over a 10-12 year period.

It is not unreasonable however to question why, given the
outstanding properties that have been established on the
Estate, prices possibly lag behind what a similar property may
be valued at elsewhere in the region, and more especially, why
a 'premium' has not been established against other local
properties, which do not enjoy the benefits of the Golf Estate
environment.

Obviously the economic downturn internationally in recent
years has impacted significantly on the local property market.
Demand however determines price, and for price to increase
there has to be sufficient demand. In the case of the Mossel
Bay Golf Estate there are a number of factors that impact
adversely on demand. Equally however there are a number of
positive factors which we need to explore to their full potential.

Obstacles facing us may be summarised as follows;

- Mossel Bay is not an employment area of major significance.
We have Petro SA, a Nestlé factory, and a vibrant medical
fraternity, which will ensure some new entrants, but not in the
numbers necessary to impact significantly on demand. There
will not be too many upwardly mobile young professionals in
the CORPORATE environment relocating themselves and
their families to Mossel Bay. There are however other
professional channels identified subsequently which we can
explore.

It is our observation that within the local Mossel Bay
community, attitudes toward purchasing and living on the Golf
Estate, are either black or white, with few shades of grey. To
this extent, those living locally who plan to live on the Golf
Estate, will have in most instances, already have purchased.
Obviously there will continue to be sales on the Estate drawn
from local buyers, and some upsizing or downsizing within the
Estate, but we again need to draw off of a broader base in
order to significantly affect demand.

Mossel Bay shares a coastline with Cape Town, Stellenbosch
(twenty minutes from the coast), Hermanus, George (also
twenty minutes), Knysna and Plettenburg Bay. All of these
cities/towns have at least one Golf Estate of their own, a
number of which feature the wide ranging property options
available on our Estate. We therefore have a lot of
competition! Mossel Bay has however in recent years
certainly been the fastest growing area in the region.

- With two bedroomed apartments on our Estate now valued in
the region of SAR 1.2 million, the opportunity to purchase
'second properties' on the Estate is not as viable as was the
case adecade ago.

The above observations should not be interpreted negatively.
They are however facts that are relevant in assessing where
we are, and what needs to be done in order to ensure the
continuing success and marketability of our Estate.

We need to concentrate on spreading the message that
the purchase of a property on the Mossel Bay Golf Estate
is a 'quality of life' purchase in an idyllic coastal, Golf
Estate environment, difficult to equal anywhere at current
prices. For those of you reading this magazine, located
elsewhere in the country who may not be familiar with our
Estate, visit our website, or better still visit us. You'll see
what we mean.

An additional plus factor for our Estate is the fact that whilst a
number of stands remain undeveloped, we are very much an
established Estate, unlike a number of the newer
developments that remain somewhat barren in appearance,
and where the 'hassle' associated with building activity will
remain very much a reality for some years to come.

Given the scenarios that have been identified thus far in this
article, it is our belief that the best opportunities to stimulate
demand, and subsequently therefore price, necessitate
focusing a marketing effort toward;

- "Up country" retirees. Whilst property prices at the coast have
outstripped inland prices over the past two decades, our
Estate has to be a viable proposition for those wishing to
retire to the wonderful environment that we can offer.

- Entrepreneurial businessman who recognise that we are
located in a fast growth region, and are prepared to relocate
and/or invest accordingly.

- Professionals who are willing to commute to and from Mossel
Bay as necessary, or who are able to work predominantly
from home.

- Those working on contracts or temporary assignments
overseas, who wish to maintain a home base in South Africa.
What better environment to return to for rest and relaxation
between assignments. This will particularly be the case in
instances where family members remain in South Africa,
where the Mossel Bay Golf Estate can offer a secure,
comfortable environment.
